Additional partnership agreements are currently pending.

Attached is the press release regarding applications being accepted for the City’s Pilot
Homeless and Disadvantaged Grant Program. The deadline to submit applications is June
10, Non-profit organizations that provide services to homeless and disadvantaged people in
New Smyrna Beach may be eligible for grants as part of a new pilot program.

A grant application was submitted April 220d by the Assistant City Manager Khalid Resheidat
to the St. Johns Water Management District for FY 17 DWCS Program to apply for funding of
the Isleboro Stormwater Improvement Project.



The BPAC Project Review Subcommittee reviewed all 2016 bike-ped related projects on
Monday, April 25th, The West Canal Bike-Ped Study was on the list to be considered. All
projects were submitted to TPO for funding. Rankings go to TPO Board this month, or in June
for approval. Projects would begin in FY 16-17, if funding is allocated

Per City Engineer Kyle Fegley a couple of sketches have been developed for the proposed
surface swale to be constructed along the west side of Ocean Drive right-of-way adjacent to the
residence at 2114 Ocean Drive. Consent from the property owner at 2114 would be required
as well for this project to move forward. These terms have been reviewed with the residents in
attendance at the on-site meeting and confirmed to replicate the City’s understanding of the
proposed improvements. The property owner at 2114 Ocean Drive must be made aware of the
proposed activity and give their concurrence as well.The City is agreeable to perform the work
associated with removing the existing vegetation along with regrading the area, but
participate up to 50% of the timber retaining wall and sod expenses which will require City
Commission approval. City staff has contacted a local landscape contractor to obtain costs to
install 8”x8” wood timbers (3 tiers along the entire frontage) and bahia sod for the area shown
in the attached sketch and was told the cost would be approximately $1,800 and $240
respectively. Therefore with the overall cost being $2,040 the City’s maximum contribution
would be $1,020 and possibly lower pending the 50% value of the actual cost. The residents
would have to enter into the agreement with the Landscaper and bear the full cost prior to
submitting an invoice to the City for 50% compensation with said maximum amount.

Please see attached MOU with the City of Edgewater. As the NSB Animal Control position is
currently vacant; Edgewater is willing to assist as needed on a short-term basis; the City
Attorney has reviewed the MOU and approved it for signature by the CM.

a. Project Description, Objectives and Benefits:

The project proposes improvements to the Islesboro subdivision, located in the northwest quadrant of the City
of New Smyrna Beach, and encompasses approximately 446 acres. This area is predominantly single family
homes that were constructed in 1960's and 1970's without consideration for collection or treatment of
stormwater runoff. Additionally, 34% of the properties are within the 100 year FEMA floodplain. in the past, the
City completed several small stormwater improvements for different areas within this subdivision however, the
subdivision has continued to experience flooding for the past 20 years with significant flooding events
happening in 1994, 1998, 2001, 2005, 2009, and again in 2014. In 2010, a stormwater master plan was
prepared and presented to the residents, changes were made to address their comments and concerns and it
was approved by the City Commission. In September 2014 the subdivision experience 7-inches of rain within
4 hours. Numerous homes were flooded as well as garages, yards, and significant portions of the right of way.
This occurred again in November 2014.

This project includes a comprehensive solution (evaluation, analysis, reporting, mapping, surveying,
preliminary engineering, egineering design, and construction) to retroactively install the a watershed
management collection and stormwater treatment system that is aimed, primarily, as a Flood Protection
Project for an intermediate jurisdiction. The City has worked extensively with the residents for this project.
There are numerous areas within the subdivision that are not protected to the mean annual (2 year) storm
event and the project design is for flood protection of a 25-year 24-hour design storm. To compliment the
efforts of this project the City has established an acquisition program where repetitive flooding homes are
purchsed. The City has already purchased and demolished several homes. This project proposes construction
of wet ponds several of these, now vacant, parcels. The home acquisition program is still funded solely by the
City and they will continue with efforts to purchase homes in conjunction with the Islesboro Stormwater
improvements Project.

The proposed improvements provide both flood protection but also improve the water quality to the receiving
water bodies, Turnull Bay (WBID #2678) and Murray Creek (WBID #2674A), which are identified under the
Spruce Creek Qutstanding Florida Water (See Outstanding Florida Waters Figure attached). The water quality
benefits described herein and summarized in Block B-1 above are for an intermediate jurisdiction that provide
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nutrient load reduction for TN and TP as well as fecal coliform. The nutrient reduction was calculated using
the STEPL software which is especially aimed at intermediate, or higher, jurisdiction projects. TP and Fecal
Coliform are identified in the TMDL for Turnbull Bay and Murray Creek. Additional water quality improvements
will be realized through the paving of existing shellrock roadways. Due to the lack of swales, or other
stormwater infrastructure the runoff from the roadways enters Murray Creek and Turnbull bay as a milky turbid
discharge. Providing pavement will stabilize the roadway and the swales will provide treatment. The final
water quality gains will be made through the expansion of the sewer collection system. The subdivision
includes central sewer to all but approximately 30 homes. As a result of this project the entire subdivision will
be served by central sewer and approximately 30 septic tanks will be removed from service.

b. Purpose and goals of the project:

The purpose and goal of the project is to provide Flood Protection and Water Quality improvement to an
intermediate jurisdiction that includes two major receiving water bodies that are included in the Spruce Creek
TMDL - Turnull Bay (WBID #2678) and Murray Creek (WBID #2674A):

1- Flood protection of an area that flooded several times for the past 20 years. The area is
approximately 446 acres and the project includes retrofit design for the 25-year 24-hour design storm.

2- Enhance & improve the water quality of the stormwater runoff that is being discharged into the
Turnbull Bay and Murray Creek through numerous wet ponds, exfiltration trenches, swales, and removal of
septic tanks.

¢. How will you measure success? Describe your plan of action to measure the effectiveness of your
project?

The success of this project will be measured by the protection of the 446 acres against flooding for the 25 year
24-hour storm. The homes will be protected from rainfall flooding and the upsized outfall pipes will provide
faster recovery of any significant flood or storm surge waters that exceed design capacity. Also, by
monitoring the discharge points and doing testing on regular basis will determine our success on the water
quality to maintain the reduction on the TN and TP by using the Best Management Practices (please see
calculations for detail).
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d. Describe how this project relates to larger projects and or goals of the applicant:

The City has an ongoing property acquisition program within the Islesboro Subdivision that will further remove
homes from the flood plain and convert this into useable storage for treatment and flood protection. The City is
actively working with three property owners for purchase and has identified a total of six other properties for
consideration.

The area is located within the northwest quadrant of the City; east of US1 and north of New Smyrna Beach
municipal Airport. The project area discharges into Turnbull Bay to the west and Murray Creek to the east
(see attached Location map), both of which are included in the Spruce Creek TMDL. Turnull Bay (WBID
#2678) and Murray Creek (WBID #2674) have TP and Fecal identified in the TMDL (see attached TMDL and
WBID Maps). There are no identified wetlands on the National Wetland inventory or on the District Inventory,
however, there will be several surface water impacts as diiches are replaced with closed conveyance
stormwater culverts.

The pollutant load reduction strategy of this project comprises seven major activities. The first is to create a
network of swales within the subdivision to provide pretreatment and control overland runoff discharging from
private property and right of ways. This activity will consist of retrofitting swales on streets where they do not
currently exist.

The second, third, fifth, and sixth activities provide stormwater treatment of runoff through construction, or
expansion, of wet ponds. This will remove pollutants through the permanent pool provided in the ponds. In
addition, the improvements to these areas will include construction of control structures that will regulate
downstream flows.

The fourth activity is to provide water quality treatment through exfiltration trench systems. These will capture
runoff and treat the pollutants through infiltration. The design will treat the first flush of runoff, which carries the
majority of pollutants and provide a controlled discharge downstream.

The seventh activity involves installation of central collection sewer system where lacking. Approximately 30
homes in the Islesboro subdivision are on septic tanks. These homes will be connected to the existing
sanitary sewer collection system to remove the nutrients from entering the groundwater.

Tetra Tech utilized the Spreadsheet Tool for Estimating Pollutant Loads (STEPL) software referenced in the
St. Johns River Water Management District (SJRWMD) cost-share funding program guidance, available on
the Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) websitein order to estimate the water quality improvements
anticipated by the project.

Sec. 82-233. Landscape irrigation schedules. Article VII-Chapter 82

(a) When daylight savings time is in effect, landscape irrigation shall occur only in accordance
with the following irrigation schedule:

(1) Residential landscape irrigation at odd numbered addresses or no address may occur only on
Wednesday and Saturday and shall not occur between 10:00 a.m. and 4:00 p.m.; and

(2) Residential landscape irrigation at even numbered addresses may occur only on Thursday
and Sunday and shall not occur between 10:00 a.m. and 4:00 p.m.; and

(3) Non-residential landscape irrigation may occur only on Tuesday and Friday and shall not
occur between 10:00 a.m. and 4:00 p.m.; and

(4) No more than 3/4-inch of water may be applied per irrigation zone on each day that
irrigation occurs, and in no event shall irrigation occur for more than one hour per irrigation zone
on each day that irrigation occurs.

(b) When eastern standard time is in effect, landscape irrigation shall occur only in accordance
with the following irrigation schedule:

(1) Residential landscape irrigation at odd numbered addresses or no address may occur only on
Saturday and shall not occur between 10:00 a.m. and 4:00 p.m.; and

(2) Residential landscape at even numbered addresses may occur only on Sunday and shall not
occur between 10:00 a.m. and 4:00 p.m.; and

(3) Non-residential landscape irrigation may occur only on Tuesday and shall not occur
between 10:00 a.m. and 4:00 p.m.; and

(4) No more than 3/4-inch of water may be applied per irrigation zone on each day that
irrigation occurs, and in no event shall irrigation occur for more than one hour per irrigation zone
on each day that irrigation occurs.

(¢) All landscape irrigation shall be limited in amount to only that necessary to meet landscape
needs.

Sec. 82-234. Exceptions to the landscape irrigation schedules.

Landscape irrigation shall be subject to the following irrigation schedule exceptions:

(1) Trrigation using a micro-spray, micro-jet, drip or bubbler irrigation system is allowed
anytime.

(2) Irrigation of new landscape is allowed at any time of day on any day for the initial 30 days
and every other day for the next 30 days for a total of one 60-day period, provided that the
irrigation is limited to the minimum amount necessary for such landscape establishment.

(3) Watering in of chemicals, including insecticides, pesticides, fertilizers, fungicides, and
herbicides, when required by law, the manufacturer, or best management practices, is allowed at
any time of day on any day within 24 hours of application. Watering in of chemicals shall not
exceed 1/4-inch of water per application except as otherwise required by law, the manufacturer,
or best management practices.

(4) Trrigation systems may be operated at any time of day on any day for maintenance and
repair purposes not to exceed 20 minutes per hour per zone.

(5) Irrigation using a hand-held hose equipped with an automatic shut-off nozzle is allowed at
any time of day on any day.

(6) Discharge of water from a water-to-air air-conditioning unit or other water-dependent
cooling system is not limited.

(7) The use of water from a reclaimed water system is allowed anytime. For the purpose of this
section, a reclaimed water system includes systems in which the primary source is reclaimed
water, which may or may not be supplemented from another source during peak demand periods.

Sec. 82-235. Additional requirement.

Any person who irrigates landscape with an automatic lawn sprinkler system installed after May
1, 1991, shall install, maintain and operate a rain sensor device or switch that overrides the
irrigation system when adequate rainfall has occurred.

Sec. 82-236. Variance from specific day of the week limitations.

A variance from the specific landscape irrigation days or day set forth in section 82-233 above
may be granted if strict application of the scheduled days or day would lead to unreasonable or
unfair results in particular instances, provided that the applicant demonstrates with particularity
that compliance with the scheduled days or day will result in a substantial economic, health or
other hardship on the applicant requesting the variance or those served by the applicant. Where a
contiguous property is divided into different zones, a variance may be granted hereunder so that
each zone may be irrigated on different days or day than other zones of the property. However,
in no event shall a variance allow a single zone to be irrigated more than two days per week
during daylight savings time or more than one day per week during eastern standard time.

Sec. 82-237. Application of article,

The provisions of this article shall apply to each person located within the City of New Smyrna
Beach.

Sec. 82-238. Enforcement officials.

Law enforcement officials having jurisdiction in the area governed by this article are hereby
authorized to enforce the provisions of this article. In addition, the city manager may also
delegate enforcement responsibility for this article to agencies and department of city

government.

Sec. 82-239. Penalties.

Violations of any provision of this article shall be subject to the following penalties:

First violation . . . Written warning

Second violation . . . $50.00

Subsequent violations . . . Fine not to exceed $500.00

Each day in violation of this article shall constitute a separate offense. Enforcement officials
shall provide violators with no more than one written warning. In addition to the civil sanctions
contained herein, the City of New Smyma Beach may take any other appropriate legal action,
including, but not limited to, injunctive action to enforce the provisions of this article.
